If you met your order deadlines and provided the correct home mailing address, but your transit pass was not delivered on time, you can be reimbursed for your order. Please call Customer Service at 866-242-3458 within the first three business days of that benefit month to report the missing order.

Please note that Commuter Transit Cards[footnoteRef:1] load automatically on the 20th of every month for the upcoming benefit month and Commuter Parking Cards load automatically on the 1st day of the benefit month. If you ordered a Commuter Transit Card for your June 2022 benefit month, your requested amount will load to the new card for transit on 5/20/22, and your parking benefit amount will load to your Parking Card on 65/1/22.
